5. The Advocates/ Law Firms should not have been blacklisted/ debarred by
any institution of the Central or State government. A self attested certificate
in this regards on the letter head of the Advocate / Firm may be submitted.

6. The age should not exceed 62 years.

7. The Advocates / Law Firms who have longest length of service will be
shortlisted. Documentary evidence for the same needs to be enclosed.

SCOPE OF WORK

Duties of the Advocates/Law Firms/ Advisor:

Rendering legal services and providing opinion, as and when referred, on
matters related to Service Matters, Teaching & Non-Teaching Staff,
Admission, Attendance, Promotion, Sexual Harassment, Reservation, A.C.R. &
Vigilance, Estate/Arbitration matters, RTI matter at CIC, Employees
retirement benefits and Disciplinary proceedings, Civil, Criminal matter etc.
besides other litigation matters.

. To represent the NIFT before any Court of Law or Tribunal or Statutory Body

or Quasi-judicial authority or Arbitrators /Arbitral Tribunals under the
relevant act(s) and any other proceedings, as and when referred.

. To vet draft notices, agreements, bidding documents, Agreements, MoUs and

tender documents etc.
To prepare draft of various legal documents pertaining to the Institute to be
submitted before Courts Tribunal/Forums and other Authorities.

. To visit the Institute Head Office at least once in a week and tender advice on

issues referred.

To appear and defend interest of the Institute in Courts/Tribunals/consumer
forum and other Forum/Statutory Authorities located in Delhi or authorities
located elsewhere in India on cases assigned by NIFT.

Keep the Legal Cell of NIFT informed of the important developments in cases
from time to time, particularly with regard to settling of drafts, filing of
papers, dates of hearing of cases, supplying copies of judgments etc.

. The Counsel should have excellent communication skills and knowledge of

legal practice acquired over a period in Service Matters, Contractual and
Temporary Employment etc.

. The Counsel shall receive the notice(s) meant for the NIFT and its

Officers/Officials from the courts, and ensure that no 'ex-parte' order is
passed against the NIFT.

The empanelment / appointment of advocate shall be purely temporary and
liable to be terminated by giving one month’s notice on either side. At its
discretions the NIFT may assign the Court Cases / Matters to any one of the
advocate in panel and the advocate shall have no right to claim for the
assignment of Court Case/Matter.

The NIFT reserves the rights for the selection of advocate / the number of
advocate/s for empanelment or none of them without assigning any reason
Any matter incidental to the above broad functions.

The aforesaid terms of this Notice will have the following meaning:

Effective Hearing: Effective hearing means a hearing in which either one or both
the parties involved in a case are heard by the Court on the facts or law of the case.



Non effective Hearing: If the case is mentioned by the other side and adjourned or
when only directions are given or only judgment is delivered by the Court, the same
would constitute a non-effective hearing.

Identical cases: Identical cases means two or more cases in which substantially
identical questions of law or facts are involved and where the main difference is in
the names addresses of parties involved, amount of money involved etc. and/or
where common or identical judgments are delivered irrespective of the fact that all
the cases are heard together or not.

REMUNERATION

1.  One of the selected Advocate/Law Firm shall be designated by the Institute to
function as the Institute’s Legal Advisor on a monthly retainer-ship initially
for a period of one year which is extendable by another two years subject to
satisfactory performance.

2. Rest of the selected Advocates/Law Firms shall be empanelled by the Institute

for a period of three years and his/their services shall be availed from case to
case basis on a fee as mentioned below:

Fee Structure for Advocates/ Law Firms Empanelled with NIFT

Payment of fee will be made in accordance with Government rates laid down vide
Ministry of Law & Justice, Department of Legal Affairs, OM No. 26(1)/2014 /judl.
dated 01.10.2015 and as amended from time to time.

(a) No fee will be paid if the case is not called out or if called out is adjourned by
Court without hearing or adjourned at the request of either of the parties.

(b) Appeals, revision or petitions arising from one common judgment or order will
be considered together as one case, if they are heard together.

(c) No fee will be payable to the Advocate/Firm, if an advance notice about the
adjournment has been issued or the case has been adjourned at his request
due to the reasons personal to him.

(d) Where there are two or more cases (but not more than 10 cases), involving
substantial identical questions of laws or facts, one such case will be treated as

the main case and others as connected cases. The fees in such cases will be
regulated as provided in succeeding Para.

In Identical case, fee applicable per case for the second case onwards will be
20% of the fee applicable for the first (main) case.

No fee will be payable in cases where no legal work is required to be done. For
example, cases in which the interest of NIFT is to be watched pending
instructions, the cases involving transmission of records to the Court,
inspection of the Court records for ascertaining the position of the case or
other information needed.

NIFT reserves the right to engage any of the empanelled Advocates/ Legal
Firms for specific tasks. NIFT is not bound to give justification for choosing a
particular empanelled Advocate/Law Firm.

In case of lump sum fee for the court case to be paid to the Legal Advisor, 50%
of the fee will be paid in the beginning of the year and remaining 50% of the fee
will be paid after disposal of the case.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1.

The initial term of appointment of the Legal Advisor will be initially for a period
of one year, extendable by another two years, on year to year basis subject to
periodical review of performance by NIFT. The empanelment of Advocates /
Law Firms shall initially be for a period of three years.

. The Advisor/Advocate shall hold the office at the pleasure of the NIFT.

At any time prior to the due date for submission of Notice, NIFT may, for any
reason, modify/cancel the notice inviting application for empanelment of
Advocate/Law Firms.

NIFT may, at its discretion, extend the due date for submission of Notice
inviting applications.

In the event of any doubt or difference of opinion regarding the terms and
conditions of empanelment, the decision of the NIFT shall be final and binding.
